STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

&

RULES OF OPERATION

Duly adopted by the Theodore Roosevelt Council Boy Scouts of America, The Wauwepex Society at Schiff Scout Reservation.
Article 1

Name:
The name of the Museum is the Camp Wauwepex at Schiff Scout Reservation Museum.

Status:
The Museum is entirely part of the Wauwepex Society at Schiff Scout Reservation

Governing Rules:
The Articles of Incorporation, Bylaws, and policies of the Theodore Roosevelt Council and the foregoing Statement of Purpose and Rules of Operation shall govern the Museum.
Article II

Purpose:
The Museum exists to preserve and promote the sprit and heritage of Camp Wauwepex and Schiff Scout Reservation, and to promote the brotherhood of Camp Wauwepex and Schiff Scout Reservation

Article III

Membership:

Any person who has attended camp during the  year as a Scout or Adult Leader, Staff member or Volunteer is eligible to become a member of the museum. Additionally, persons interested in the history or heritage of the camp may join the museum. Any person may become a member of the Museum by joining The Wauwepex Society at Schiff Scout Reservation. The Staff Advisor of the Museum is the Scout Executive and / or his or her Designee.
Article IV

Museum Committee:

There shall be a Museum Committee that shall consist of no more then Ten Trustees. They will be the entire Executive Board of the Wauwepex Society with the president acting as Museum Committee Chair, the entire Advisor Board of the Wauwepex Society and a Curator with an Assistant Curator as necessary. Meetings of the Museum Committee shall be called by the committee chair.
Article V

Finances:

Any Money donated to the Museum or raised for the Museum shall be receipted and disbursed from the TRC business office in a manner consistent with normal business practices. Museum monies are maintained and tracked within the account established for the Wauwepex Museum as a sub account of the Wauwepex Society. The Museum Committee by quorum may authorize expenditures. The Chairperson of the Museum Committee is authorized to approve valid expenditures up to $100.00

Article VI

Control of Memorabilia, Artifacts, Historical Data:

Memorabilia, Artifacts, and Historical Data may be donated or loaned. Donated items are entrusted to the Wauwepex Society Museum and become the property of The Wauwepex Society at Schiff Scout Reservation. At any time the Museum Committee reserves the right to sell or barter excess donated items for the betterment of the Museum. Loaned items are entrusted to the Wauwepex Society Museum and remain the property of the loaning person or organization. In the Event the Wauwepex Society ceases, Donated items will first be offered back to the donating person or organization, donated items not returned to the donor become the property of the Theodore Roosevelt Council.
Article VII

Theodore Roosevelt Council Responsibilities:
The TRC will provide utilities and exhibit space, at no cost, in a suitable building at Schiff Scout Reservation, currently it is the caboose, however if the museum is successful the Grace  Building has been identified as a place for the expanded museum. 
ArticleVIII

The Wauwepex Society at Schiff Scout Reservation:
The Wauwepex Society will operate the Museum during the regular camping season as well as by appointment. It will be open for the benefit of all who attend camping events at Schiff Scout Reservation. The Museum will be staffed by a person responsible to the Museum Committee and Chairman. The Wauwepex Society will provide the Museum Staff.

Article IX

Amendments:

Amendments to this document are to be made only by the collective agreement between the Theodore Roosevelt Council, and The Wauwepex Society Museum committee of the Wauwepex Society at Schiff Scout Reservation. 
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
